REASONS FOR DIFFERENT CHARGING TIMES

The charging time can be affected by many reasons which
are not defects in your product.

If the battery pack is only partly discharged it may be
re-charged in less than 1 hour.
If the battery pack and ambient temperature are very




cold then re-charging may take 1-1.5 hours.

c) If the battery pack is very hot it will not re-charge
because the internal temperature safety cutout will
prevent it. If the battery pack is very hot you must
remove your battery pack from the charger and allow
your battery pack to cool first to ambient temperature
and then recharging can be started.
